Practical Examination in Drawing

Entrance examination requirements for international students (‘Architecture’ specialty)

The drawing of the architectural element (capital of an Ionic or a Doric column; bas-relief leaf ornament) or the composition of geometric shapes (cube, cone, cylinder, sphere etc.) must be done from nature of plaster cast entirely in pencil in 4 hours (240 min) on an A2 sheet of paper. The background of the setting is neutral. The shapes of the element are sharply revealed by the artificial top lighting and side lighting. 

The examination in drawing presupposes that a foreign applicant has skills in painting, composition (which confirms his attendance of either a school of art or an art studio). It is also necessary that he participated in various art contests and possesses a strong inclination to creative work. 

Criteria:

· Proper component layout on the drawing sheet (right choice of either an image size of the architectural element  or the composition of the geometric shapes);

· Perspective drawing (frontal and angular perspective)

· Accurate rendering of proportions 

· Rendering of the plaster cast design unity 

· Replication of plasticity by means of light and shadow.

· Rendering of space and volume(1-Point, 2-Point, 3-Point Perspective)

· Replication of actual surface of the object (plaster)

· High quality graphic representation (hatching the shape)

· Overall completeness of the drawing

The assignments are marked in accordance with the assessment criteria as stated above.
